The nomination must be sponsored by two people or by an  organization (association,municipal council, etc.).

Nominations will be evaluated by the Conseil de l’Ordre national du Québec, which is in charge of making recommendations to the Premier of Québec. The Conseil is composed of nine people coming from the various regions of Québec, already admitted to the Ordre and elected by all of the members of the Ordre.
